From this year, it has instituted two special awards for individuals taking initiatives to 

promote Marathi literature. The first 'Bhasha Samwardhak' award went to an Ahmednagar-based 

vegetable vendor, Bebitai Gaikwad, who saved Rs 5 per day from her earnings to purchase 900 books. 

A high school drop-out, Bebitai claims to have read more than 3,000 books on Marathi literature till 

date.”
